International Justice Mission (IJM)
In February, Kyle and Erica, San Diego attorneys and St. Michael’s 
parishioners, moved to South Asia as Legal Fellows with IJM, 
a Christian human rights agency working to secure justice  
for victims of slavery and other forms of violent oppression. 

Greetings! 

It’s summer out here and we are HOT. It’s the kind of hot where 

you avoid going outside, even for a few minutes. It’s been around 

or above 100 degrees Fahrenheit with 60-80% humidity. May is not 

messing around. Fortunately, we seem to be getting used to it (with 

the help of air conditioning) and life goes on. We’ve hit the three 

month mark of our year long fellowship.   In a way three months 

have passed very quickly; in another it feels as though we’ve been 

here for much longer - each day is an adventure. 

Over the past four months we have absorbed a lot about this place 

and about the work we are here to do.  We’ve learned where we can 

and cannot drink the water, how much we should pay for an auto, 

and how little I like rice saturated with curd.  More importantly, we 

are learning the law we need to know and witnessing the effects of 

oppression on the least of these. 

Slavery is illegal here - both national and international law are 

clear on this.  But prosecuting a slave-holder in this culture remains 

challenging.  

Our prosecutions rely on former slaves as witnesses.   Human 

beings who have been treated as less than human for years of 

their lives should not make good witnesses - they are scared, 

uneducated and confused and they have sometimes learned to 

see themselves as their owners saw them.   Yet, they are often 

courageous - reaching out for help even when their physical safety 

is at risk and testifying boldly against their oppressor. Preparing 

them to testify can be frustrating, but watching them speak out 

in the presence of their owners is inspiring. These victims need 

advocates who can stand with them. This is our privilege. It is not 

easy or quick - the wheels of justice turn slowly here - but effective 

prosecutions are the best, and perhaps the only, way to begin to 

halt this human rights abuse. 

We recently witnessed the fruits of IJM’s work through a rescue 

operation that freed over 500 men, women, and children. The sheer 

magnitude of the rescue operation was astounding. One brick kiln 

held hundreds of vulnerable people and forced them to work; 

when the victims tried to leave they were often beaten. Incredibly, 

it was the local government that took charge of identifying and 

rehabilitating these people, with IJM’s assistance. The local 

government officials were committed, organized, and resourceful 

in removing these people from the brick kiln, providing them with 

certificates stating their freedom from bondage, and sending 

them back to their homes in another state. Hope! Hope that these 

people will fight for each other! It was humbling to watch the fruits 

of IJM’s efforts expressed in the work done by these officials. 

We are so grateful for your prayers and your financial support. 

Truly, we are sustained physically and spiritually by you. It is our 

hope and prayer that we will continue to be used in the work of 

justice.

It enables us 
to be here so God can use us to make miracles happen.  The latest 
miracle is happening in Csilla, now 15 months old and completely 
recovered.  She came to the hospital last month weighing only 10 
pounds, abused and half alive.  The doctor said she’d never walk 
and wouldn’t use her arms but we refused to accept that.  Vera 
worked many  overtime hours and still is, and Csilla is now walking, 
playing with toys, smiling and trying to talk!  We can see the peace 
in her face now, letting herself trust and be loved.

Our other babies are doing well, some of them being Renate who 
was taken home by the hospital staff but brought back to us almost 
dying a few days later, Florin who was taken home but nobody 
wanted to claim him so he was brought back, Ester surviving 
multiple abandonments, Radir waiting to be placed in foster care, 
a very beautiful little Patricia who nobody is coming for and other 
little souls.  Thank you so much again for helping us give them the 
food, care and love that they desperately need.

Codi is doing much better now in her new school.  The other 
school had too many negatives that were not changing, and we 
are thankful that she is now in a good class with an excellent 
teacher.  These last few months have been like a new beginning for 
her.  Andrea is fine and learning pretty well.  Both girls are excited 
about my Mom’s visit next month, me too.
